Did you know that ELES is a Ledacy School? Legacy Schools is a
national initiative that strives to engage, inspire, and empower
Indigenous and non-Indigenous educators, clubs, groups, staff, and
students to take part in reconciliation everywhere in Canada. Their
vision: improving the lives of Indigenous Peoples by building awareness,
education, and connections between all peoples in Canada. One of our
yearly initiatives is to participate in Orange Shirt Day.

Orange Shirt Day is a legacy of the St. Joseph Mission (SJM) Residential
School (1891-1981) Commemoration Project and Reunion events that
took place in Williams Lake, BC, Canada, in May 2013. Furthermore,
Phyllis (Jack) Webstad, a former residential school student, told_her story
of her first day at residential school when her shiny new orange shirt,
bought by her grandmother, was taken from her as a six-year-old girl.
